One is allowed to race a 20” or 24” bike in these classes.

All of those O.S.’ers who don’t want to race a BMX bike anymore, will be able to compete in an ATB/MTB class. The BMX track will be used as well as a small trail next to the BMX track. This race will be an endurance

race of about 15 minutes. WE have called this class the VETERAN ATB/MTB OPEN class.

In all classes mentioned above, the top three riders will receive a trophy called:

“1st. International European Veteran Cup/Celebrating the 25th Anniversary of BMX 1978 – 2003”

Entry-fee will be 5 Euro per class.

Due to the fact that the next day, Sunday September 28th, a leg for BELGIUM NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP 

will be run at the same track, those Old Skoolers who are interested will be able to race one more time during this event,  in a special class called,  the INVITATION VETERAN PRO class (just 1 class, all ages, bikes: race for fun).

The general idea behind this celebration/anniversary is to renew our friendships. 10 till 20+ years have pasted by, many of the Old Skool BMX’ers have a story to tell.
