Rules 

• Platform pedals only, no clips! 
• Full race gear should be worn, including; full face helmet, full fingered gloves, shoes, long pants and long sleeves.  
• All riders will use the left half of the track for their timed qualifying lap. Each obstacle missed will incur a 3 second penalty. Riders who fall in their 

time trial will not get a second chance, they should attempt to complete their timed run. 
• Only the top 32 pro open men, top 8 pro open women and top 8 30 & over open wheel class riders, according to time trial, will continue to the 

elimination rounds. 
• Riders who qualify to the elimination rounds must wear number plate as supplied without covering the event sponsors logos. The numbers should 

not be changed or modified in anyway. Once you are eliminated you must sign the plate and return it to the race officials. 
• In the elimination rounds riders should stick to their side of the track without interfering with the other rider.  The side of the track the riders race on 

is chosen by the rider from each round with the fastest qualifying time from the time trial. The winner of each round is determined by the rider who’s 
rear wheel crosses the finish line first. 

• Prize money will be 100% of entry fees for each class. Entry fee is $30 per rider. The breakdown of the money will be 1st = 40%, 2nd = 30%, 3rd = 
20%, and 4th = 10%. The winner of the semi finals will race for 1st and 2nd and the riders who place second in the semi finals will race for 3rd and 4th. 

• State of origin teams will be made up of 2 AA Pro riders and 2 A Pro riders. Each time an individual team rider progresses to the next round the 
team is awarded 1 point, including the timed round. The team with the most points at the end of the day is the winner. The 4 members of the team 
must be nominated by Tuesday January 17.
